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A message from the CEO

We read and hear the word community so much in

our rural county that it can easily lose its meaning
from overuse. In the case of the VNA, this single
word tells the story of how we got started, what

sets us apart, and why we have plans in place for
the future of our agency. Being community-based
and -operated allows us to tailor our programs and
services to meet the specific health concerns of the
people in our communities. Our extensive telehealth
monitoring program, for example, meets the needs
of vulnerable patients with difficult symptom
management, many of whom live far from a hospital
or doctor’s office. Our nurses can keep an eye on
their vital signs each and every day, as transmitted
from the patients” homes.

Nonprofit VNA’s like ours are governed by Board
members who live and work here. The mission
they uphold for us is providing care to all patients,
regardless of the complexity of their illnesses or
their ability to pay. We provide service to patients
on Medical Assistance; patients with no insurance,
and also those whose insurance either doesn’t pay
for home healthcare or pays only a limited amount.
In each of the past several years, the VNA of
Indiana County has provided more than $200,000 in
unreimbursed care. At times, that figure approached
half a million dollars.

A volatile debate has divided our country over
efforts to reform healthcare insurance. I feel as if

I'm already a veteran of that battle, along with every
member of our amazing staff. We have been in the
trenches for decades, fighting for every visit our
patients need, and every piece of medical equipment.
We have watched the pendulum swing from fair
Medicare reimbursement formulae to harsh budget
cuts.

I wish it were otherwise. I wish that we could go
about the business of delivering compassionate
healthcare every day, knowing that we would be
fairly compensated for our efficiency and excellent
outcomes. The future could make that a reality.

In the meantime, we are meeting the needs of
thousands of patients in local communities and
gearing up for many who will need us in the next 40
years.

Grant support to strategic
priorities

The Funds Development Division continues
to focus its grantseeking on funders who share
our priorities in patient care and employee

excellence. Three funding sources supported
direct care worker recruitment and retention:

e The Direct Service Initiative, a program
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
through a partnership with Indiana
County’s Aging Services - $5,331.

e The Workforce and Economic
Development Network of Pennsylvania
(WEDnet) - $2,290.

e The Tri-County Workforce Investment
Board - $1,332.

A $1,000 grant from Highmark underwrote
the Five Wishes workbook for end-of-
life planning, distributed throughout the
community by Family Hospice and Palliative
Care.

A $12,500 grant from the Bork Family
Foundation of the Community Foundation
for the Alleghenies has enabled the VNA to
begin to add two-way videomonitoring to its
complement of remote telehealth monitors,
which have become the standard of care for
our patients with congestive heart failure and
other chronic conditions.

Finally, the agency’s conversion to point-of-
care technology was supported by a $10,800
grant from the Indiana Rotary Club; and
$74,269, in FY10, of a three-year grant from the
USDA Distance Learning and Telemedicine
Program.
